Belsize House Hostel is ideally situated in a much sought after residential area
close to Belsize Park Underground Station and within walking distance of the
school and picturesque Hampstead Village. The Heath and the Royal Free
Hospital are to the north and Regent’s Park with the Zoological Gardens and
Lord’s Cricket Ground are to the south.

The hostel is in 2 houses, 38-40 and 30 Belsize Park Gardens. The houses are
large Victorian mansions and the rooms are clean and comfortable, with wash
basins and central heating. There are 5 bedrooms to 1 bathroom or 1 shower
and 1 toilet to 5 beds.

The House and Annexe has accommodation for 135 residents in a combination
of twin rooms, triple rooms and dorms. There is a well furnished dining room on
the lower ground floor and facilities include an attractive lounge overlooking a
large garden, a TV room, laundry and vending machines.

The canteen provides two meals a day; these meals are included in the
accommodation price. Meal times are as follows:

Breakfast (Monday to Friday): 7am — 8.30am
Dinner (Monday to Friday): 6.30pm — 8.00pm
Breakfast (Saturday and Sunday): 9am — 10.30am
Lunch (Saturday and Sunday): 12.30pm — 2.00pm

@/ Students will need to bring towels. Bed linen is provided and changed
every fortnight. Laundry facilities are available and tokens and soap powder are
sold in the hostel office. Machines are provided in the laundry room for students
to wash their own clothes, 1 load of washing costs £2.70 and a 1 load costs
£1.20 to dry.

Residents have a bedroom key and a key-card for entry. They will have to pay
£10.00 for the bedroom key and a further £10.00 for the card. This £20.00
deposit will be returned when the key and card are handed back to the hostel.

There is no time limit to returning to the hostel in the evening, the front door can
only be opened with a swipe-card.

\!Q Check out is at 10.30am. If you do not check out by this time you may be
charged for an extra night

Please note that this is hostel accommodation and although it is cleaned every
day, there may be times when the common areas and bathrooms have been used
by a number of people and the level of cleanliness may not be what you are
accustomed to at home.

Meal times are adhered to and although the staff will try to provide food to
latecomers, students are advised to eat at the prescribed meal times. As with the
level of cleanliness, the food is adequate and represents good value but students
should not expect the variety and quality that they are accustomed to in their
homes.



Map and Directions
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Journey to school: Walk to Finchley Road and then take either bus 13, 82 or
113 heading away from Central London. The bus journey takes about 10
minutes and the buses stop outside the school.
